 SCHOOL‐BASED ASSESSMENT PLAN FOR 2022 – PRIMARY 6  

Assessment is an integral part of teaching and learning. We use the information gathered from assessments to improve 

students’ learning and teachers’ instruction. In Angsana Primary School, we are committed to nurture the whole child 

and  focus on  ‘learning  for  life’. Our  teachers will  focus on deepening  learning  in  the classrooms, nurturing  in our 

students stronger  intrinsic motivation  to  learn, as well as helping our students  to develop dispositions  for  lifelong 

learning.

 Absence During School‐Based Assessment  

 For  the well‐being of your child/ward and  in  the  interest of all our students, we encourage you  to exercise social 

responsibility by keeping your child/ward at home if he/she is unwell. Students who are unwell should seek medical 

attention and obtain a valid medical certificate from a certified medical practitioner to be excused from the assessment.  

 With the exception of the oral examination, there will be no make‐up session(s) for any component or paper which 

students have missed during the Mid‐Year Examination and End‐of‐Year Examination / Preliminary Examination. Marks 

will be pro‐rated for students who miss any component or paper provided they have a valid medical certificate.
